People around the world continue to compile sci-
entific data about resources, ecosystems, and human
impact. GIS enables us to visualize and analyze these
massive collections of data.

Establishing a base for determining cause and ef-
fect, GIS tracks ecological change and provides chains
of evidence of human impact. It tracks people’s land
use, methods of resource extraction, and peripheral ac-
tivities, such as supporting road networks. GIS manages
large databases, depicts and prioritizes problems, mod-
els scenarios of both positive and negative practices,
and predicts environmental outcomes.

It provides the quantified information and analytical
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capabilities required for making location-based
decisions that increase economic effi-
ciencies and reduce consumption

and contamination. People’s

stakes in our environment
vary. GIS gives us alens

ration.  Among

.‘ TIME AND STRESS MANAGEMENT

Time and stress are correlated in the current world. The world has
become so fast that everyone feels running short of time. This feeling
causes stress in humans where the need of managing both time and
stress arises. Time management and stress management are two key
components to succeed in life. Creating a system to identify, evaluate,
and eliminate distractions and stress will lead to a more productive

and efficient life, inside and outside of work.

Time management basically is the process of planning
and exercising conscious control of time spent on spe-
cific activities, especially to increase effectiveness, effi-
ciency, and productivity.

On the other hand, Stress is a mental and physiologi-
cal reaction to things specially when we Choose to do
too much in too little time; It raises people's anxiety. It
also involves scenarios where people make decisions or
being forced to make decisions without enough infor-
mation or preparation. Stress is also caused by taking
on too many responsibilities at once or being forced
to do so, or having too few resources to manage the
responsibilities that you currently have.

Stress management and time management go hand
in hand. When you manage time wisely, you feel in
great control of your time.

TIME MANAGEMENT TOOLS:

Based upon several years of research, the experts
have defined some time management tools for us to
ease the process. There are 3 basic tools of time man-
agement:

1 - Reminder Tool

2 - Prioritization tools

3 - Planning tool

The Reminder tool basically helps us to keep track of
our tasks. Since there is a lot to be done within a time
period, let's say a week, it helps us to track down the
tasks. The simplest reminder tool is a To-Do list. You can
simply write down your tasks on a list, either on paper
or an electronic list. It is advisable to have a timeline
for these to do lists to stay focused. Reminder tool is a
great way to monitor your progress.

The second major time management tool is prioritiza-
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tion. This is some way to decide between the more im-
portant tasks and the less important tasks. Without the
tool to do this, it's really easy to fall in the trap of doing
the things that are easy, the things that you enjoy, the
things that are short, or the things that are urgent. One
of the simplest prioritization methods is called “dump
and sift”.

In this method, you take a blank piece of paper and
you write down everything you think you should, could,
want, have, must do for the next 2 weeks. Now there
are probably too many items on that sheet of paper
to actually get done in the two weeks so you want to
narrow it down. One way to do that is to select which
items you think are most essential, most fundamental
for you to do this week. This is often very helpful in fo-
cusing you on what are truly the most important things.

Prioritizing your tasks and activities with the A-B-C-
D task evaluation matrix when you plan your schedule
you need to have a way to decide what is important
and what is not, you also need to set aside what is ur-
gent and what can wait.

Dwight D. Eisenhower, 34th president of The United
States said “The urgent problems are seldom the im-
portant ones"”- President Eisenhower was a wise man,
he understood that urgent things are not always the
most important when deciding what to do first.
