map, thus promoting the
national and international
efforts to find practical and
innovative solutions for cli-
mate challenges.

During the two hours
session held in “Knowl-
edge Center” at the Green
Area, RAK's governmental
agencies and companies
have reviewed over 10 initi-
atives about achieving sus-
tainability in the Emirate.

Emirate’s session was
well attended by the “COP 28" participating delega-
tions from all over the world. The attendees had a de-
tailed briefing, by the officers, about the major initia-
tives, RAK implements to tackle the climate change.

The session addressed some of the projects imple-
mented by Ras Al Khaimah to ensure a sustainable and
brilliant future for the next generations. These projects
include the innovation of energy efficiency in the in-
dustry sector, the strategy of “Responsible RAK"” for
sustainable tourism, the innovated program for imple-
menting technical solutions to reduce temperature in
the outdoor spaces, and the leading project of carbon
capture that aimed at using the natural minerals in RAK
mountains to produce the clean Hydrogen.

The session started by displaying a video for an inspir-
ing speech from His Highness Saud Bin Saqr Al Qasimi
about sustainability and the importance of preserving
Earth in the light of global challenges. The video also
included explanation about the RAK efforts in the field
of sustainability.

General and executive managers of RAK's entities
delivered some presentations. That was concluded by
a discussion session on “the way to climate neutrality
in the vital industrial sectors” with the participation of
the CEOs of Ras Al Khaimah Economic Zone (RAKEZ),
RAK Ceramic and Stevin Rock companies, and the rep-
resentative of United Nations Industrial Development
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Organization (UNIDO).

It is worth noting that the session on Ras Al Khaimah
was the first between many events that the Emirate par-
ticipates during “COP 28". The Emirate has presented
its future innovations in the environmental sustainability
and their contributions to build a green future.

The other innovations, about Ras Al Khaimah, that
have received attention during the conference, included
RAK Transport Authority’s Green Mobility Framework
2040; RAK Municipality’s Manzily Game, which edu-
cates children on household energy efficiency through
gamification; Environment Protection and Development
Authority’s Eco-Label, which certifies manufacturing
companies that are adopting sustainable practices; and
the Green Lung Initiative, which involves planting over
one million trees across Ras Al Khaimah.

Other innovations have been also exhibited about
the innovative energy, and carbon capture that was
developed by The RAK Petroleum Authority (RAKPA).
The first is an attempt to explore commercial quantities
of natural hydrogen and conduct in-depth research on
one of RAK rocks which can produce clean fuel through
a natural mineralization process. The later is a study on
carbon isolation in order to figure out the abilities of
some RAK's rocks which may have the ability to make a
CO2 sequestration, by injecting such gas in the Earth’s
interior, to interact with the minerals in the rocks.
