His Highness Sheikh Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi, Su-
preme Council Member and Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah,
witnessed the signing of a strategic MoU between Ras
Al Khaimah Transport Authority, the American com-
pany Joby Aviation, a global leader in developing the
Electric Helicopters, and the British company Skyports
Infrastructure, a specialist in providing infrastructure for

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advanced air transport industry. The MoU aims to de-
sign, develop, and launch the first air taxi service in Ras
Al Khaimah by 2027.

The event took place in Sagr bin Mohamed City,
where His Highness received, at his palace, JoeBen
Bevirt, CEO and founder of Joby Aviation, and Duncan
Walker, CEO of Skyports.
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Also, Eng. Esmaeel Hassan Alblooshi, Director-Gen-
eral of Ras Al Khaimah Transport Authority (RAKTA),
and Acting Director-General of the Department of Civil
Aviation, Ras Al-Khaimah, along with a number of sen-
ior officials attended the event.

H.H. Sheikh Saud affirmed that this initiative embod-
ies the UAE's vision for shaping the future through em-
bracing innovative and sustainable mobility solutions.

His Highness also added that launching air taxi in Ras
Al Khaimah is not only a transport project, but an in-
vestment in people’s quality of life and further strength-
ening Ras Al Khaimah'’s position as a global destination
for living, working, tourism and investment.

H.H. reaffirmed that the project represents a trans-
formative leap that links our ambitious present to our
bright future, as well as turning aspirations into achieve-
ments that will endure for generations to come.

Sheikh Saud said, “Driven by our ambition and clear
vision we, in Ras Al Khaimah, strive to be active part-
ners in shaping the air transport system in UAE to en-
sure more sustainable cities and smarter transport sys-
tems, as well as strengthening our position as a leader
hub that own economic growth and innovation”.

The MoU which has been signed by Eng. Esmaeel
Hassan Alblooshi, JoeBen Bevirt, Duncan Walker, con-
tains the establishing of an air corridor between Ras
Al Khaimah and Dubai. The corridor will also cover
the emirate’s premier tourism destinations including Al
Marjan Island. As part of the project’s first phase, the

island will host the first “vertiport “ station— a special-
ized station for the vertical takeoff and landing of small
electric aircraft (eVTOL), such as air taxis — with the pro-
ject later expanding to include Jebel Jais and a number
of prominent tourist landmarks.

Such service shall achieve a revolutionary leap in
transport sector. For example, the initiative will de-
crease the time spent in a journey from Dubai Inter-
national Airport to Al Marjan Island, to be less than 15
minutes in Joby's air taxi “eVTOL" with a top speed of
321 kph (200 mph) and ability to transport a pilot and
up to four passengers with minimal noise and zero op-
erating emissions.

This initiative culminates the ongoing efforts to
launch Dubai air taxi in 2026, making Ras Al Khaimah
the UAE's second emirate in Jobi's growing regional
network. This will establish UAE's status as a global des-
tination for future shaping and smart mobility systems.

In 2024 RAKTA signed a MoU with Skyports to de-
velop vertiport's station network to link the emirate’s
premier tourist destinations. This paved the way for de-
veloping an integrated urban air transport system that
aligns with RAK’s 2030 Vision.

With this tripartite partnership, Ras Al Khaimah man-
ifests itself as a key partner in shaping the future of
air transport in the UAE, and as a leading platform for
adopting innovative solutions that shape more sustain-
able cities and enhance the quality of life for future
generations.

RoboBus is part of the partnership between Ras Al

WeRide, which is recognized globally for its advance-
ments in autonomous driving technologies.

HE Zhang Yiming, Ambassador of the People’s Re-
public of China to the UAE, was present at the event
which signified the emirate’s steps towards establish-

ing a smart and sustainable mobility system that aligns
with UAE's future vision and its efforts to embracing in-
novation and advanced technologies to enhance qual-
ity of life for its people.

H.H. affirmed that this trial phase represents a sig-
nificant milestone in future planning, contributing to
prosperity and demonstrating a commitment to foster-
ing strategic partnerships and implementing innovative
transport solutions that prioritize people and sustain-
ability in our journey to the future, while also laying
the groundwork for the development of smarter, more
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efficient and higher-quality urban models.

Sheikh Saud remarked, “This initiative is part of a
comprehensive vision aimed at creating an integrated
smart mobility ecosystem in Ras Al Khaimah, that is
based on transforming transportation into a complete
experience that supports the national economy, pro-
vides environment friendly solutions and strengthens
the emirate’s status as a regional hub for innovation in
smart mobility”.

Saud Bin Saqr Promulgates a Law on Trade Protectionism
and Sales at Discount Prices

Protectionism and Control on Economic Establishments;

The first law, comprising 26 articles, and second law
comprising 20 articles, are designed to develop an at-
tractive economic environment that promotes the com-
petitiveness of establishment operating in the emirate.
Also, both laws aim to support comprehensive and sus-
tainable development while securing consumers’ rights.

These laws are keeping pace with the emirate’s lat-
est economic developments and variables as well as
contributing to establishing the principles of justice and
transparency in economic transactions. They ensure
all parties’ adherence to the sound business practices,
thereby enhancing confidence in the local market, sup-
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porting investment facilitation, and improving business
environment through providing favorable environment
for the establishment of economic projects. This will
also secure support for these projects and enable their
expansion, which will reflect positively on economic
growth and stimulate entrepreneurship.

Moreover, both laws are concerned with minimizing
unfair trade practices through combating illegal activi-
ties and ensuring that the goods and services offered in
the market comply with legal measures and standards.
This will help maintain a stable market and fair transac-
tions while establishing the responsibility of individuals
and economic establishments regarding the implemen-
tation of the laws applicable in both UAE and the emir-
ate. This will also ensure that economic activities are
performed within a disciplined and transparent legal
framework.
