RAK Ports and Jianhua to Launch PHC Piles Facility

H.H. Sheikh Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi, Supreme Coun-
cil Member and Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah, witnessed, at
his palace in Sagr bin Mohammed City, the signing of
a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between RAK
Ports and Jianhua Holdings Group (operating in Guang-
dong province, China). The MoU has been designed to
constructing Prestressed High Strength Concrete (PHC)
Piles Factory at RAK Maritime City Free Zone, in collabo-
ration with BHC Technologies.

H.H. Sheikh Saud said, “The agreement contributes to
strengthening the robust partnership and cooperation
between Ras Al Khaimah and Chinese provinces and cit-
ies, further solidifying the emirate’s position as a leading
industrial and commercial hub in the region.”

“This partnership embodies the optimal leverage of
Chinese expertise alongside the UAE's advanced indus-
trial and investment ecosystem, in line with the future
development ambitions.”

“We continue to advance Ras Al Khaimah's develop-
ment journey through strategic partnerships that create
new opportunities, promote knowledge exchange, and
drive sustainable industrial growth for mutual benefit.”

“We believe that such MoU marks a new milestone
in the partnership between Ras Al Khaimah and Guang-
dong Province, following last year’s memorandum of co-
operation covering key sectors such as transport, educa-
tion, research, healthcare, medical sciences, arts, culture,
industry, etc. This Agreement have expanded the scope
of collaboration and opened new horizons for joint de-
velopment and investment,” added His Highness.

Under the agreement, signed by Roy Cummins, CEO
of RAK Ports and Wang Guihua, Chairman of Jianhua
Holdings Group, operating at RAK Maritime City, the re-

gion’s first High-strength prestressed concrete piles plan-
et will be constructed at RAK Maritime City Free Zone.

The new facility, established in partnership with PHC
Technologies, will specialize in the production and export
of High-strength prestressed concrete piles, meeting the
growing regional and international demand for sustain-
able foundation solutions.

The project represents a key milestone in Ras Al
Khaimah's industrial growth strategy and is supported
by RAK Ports’ greenfield port development, designed to
enhance the Emirate’s export capabilities for heavy and
oversized industrial products.

The new facility will leverage Saqr port's 2.0's deep-
water berths, unobstructed access to the quayside, and
integrated logistics infrastructure to efficiently serve re-
gional and international markets.

With AED120 million investment and an area spanning
over 540,000 ft2, at the Free Zone, and with up to 1 mil-
lion metric tons in raw material sourcing from the adjoin-
ing quarries, the facility will create up to 500 new jobs in
Ras Al Khaimah and is projected to generate annual port
revenues in excess of AED20 million.

Ras Al Khaimah's integrated industrial ecosystem, with
its concrete and cement planets, and deep-water ports,
makes the Emirate an ideal hub for the precast and con-
struction materials industry. This collaboration further
enhances Ras Al Khaimah'’s position as a preferred desti-
nation for advanced manufacturing and sustainable in-
frastructure development.

The cooperation MoU signed, last year, with Jianhua
Holdings Group of Guangdong Province, China, covers
several vital sectors that improve experience sharing and
open new horizons for mutual developments.

These sectors include transport which features coop-
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eration in the fields of flying vehicles, autonomous driv-
ing, and hydrogen-based transportation,

It also covers the education and scientific research sec-
tor which includes programs for academic and research
exchange between universities and educational insti-
tutions. Furthermore, the health and medical sciences
sector focus on genetic research and advanced medical
technologies.
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Moreover, arts, culture, and archaeology and cultural
heritage sectors, which involve joint projects in exhibi-
tions, archaeological studies, and the preservation of cul-
tural heritage.

This is alongside the industrial and manufacturing sec-
tors, which is witnessing qualitative cooperation in the
establishment of modern factories and the development
of industrial infrastructure.

ture, and support the stability and growth of businesses in
the Emirate.

Furthermore, the Council reviewed the report of the Envi-
ronment, Health, and Safety Committee, which covered the
axes: federal and local partnerships and legislative actions.

As part of the state’s efforts to develop the infrastructure
and sustainable agriculture sectors, the Council was briefed
on the proposed National Classification of Contractors for
2025, submitted by the Ministry of Energy and Infrastructure.
This proposal aims to enhance the quality of national project
execution according to the highest standards of safety and
sustainability.

The Council also praised the project for regulating Tourism
Farms under the “Plant the Emirates” initiative, recognizing
its role as a supportive tributary for the food security, tourism,
and environment. It commended the national efforts aimed
at empowering the community and opening new horizons for
the agricultural and tourism sectors.

The Council commended the cooperation between the En-
vironment Protection and Development Authority and the Ras
Al Khaimah Police General Headquarters in the field of com-
bating environmental crimes, appreciating the role of the Ras
Al Khaimah Police in controlling environmental violations and
protecting wildlife.

Moreover, the Council explored the updates to the Environ-
ment, Health, and Safety legislations for 2025, affirming the
importance of their development to enhance the efficiency
of the environmental and health governance system in the
Emirate, and contribute to providing a safe and sustainable
environment that aligns with national directions towards sus-
tainable development.

In addition, the Council discussed the Public Services De-
partment’s suggestion regarding motivating commercial com-
panies to assume their corporate social responsibility aiming
to encourage the private sector to contribute to community
development in the Emirate.

The community contribution program includes a regula-
tory mechanism that grants companies priority in government
contracts as a result of participation in implementing or devel-
oping aesthetic and service projects such as beaches, parks,
and squares, in accordance with controls to be issued by the
Public Services Department.

The Council explored the Executive Council’s General Secre-
tariat report on Avrtificial Intelligence (Al) in government enti-
ties.

The report featured a presentation of the practices per-
formed in some local entities which adopt Al technologies in
the fields of transportation, fleet management, data analysis,
and Geographic Information Systems.
