coins, recognized as some of the earliest currencies in the
region; and the Kamal Tool, a traditional wooden instru-
ment used to assist in maritime navigation by measuring
the position of the stars to facilitate sea travel.

Additionally, the display featured a vehicle that be-
longed to the late Sheikh Zayed, which he utilized in the
1960s, along with exhibits that document the history of
the UAE.

Moreover, the Creative and technical teams presented
the country’s history through a visual journey that encom-

- Through Our Connections: This gallery investigates
the early communities and the impact of science, tech-
nology, and knowledge in shaping shared identity and
connections.

By Our Coasts: A tribute to the UAE's profound mari-
time heritage.

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Ras Al Khaimah Municipality issues updated version of building
regulations and "Barjeel" to enhance building quality and sustainability

Municipality of Ras Al Khaimah has
announced the issuance of the updated
construction regulations and the regula-
tions of Green Buildings requirements.
This initiative is designed to improve the
regulatory framework of building and
construction sector in the emirate. it also
aims to enhance the quality of project
execution and the buildings’ safety as
well as improving the level of compliance
with sustainable performance measures
in line with the best international prac-
tices.

The amended construction regula-

tions included fundamental updates to T

the approved construction references
ensuring their alignment with the lat- 1
est international and regional measures.
Also, the amendments provide consist-
ent and reliable basics for design. The
amendments included the development
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of the requirements of new construction
approvals as well as enabling the use of
innovative systems and materials according to the ap-
proved performance requirements. This will stimulate
the adoption of advanced technologies and unconven-
tional solutions. Also, the method of calculating wind
load has been updated to meet the highest structural
design standards for stormy conditions, contributing to
enhanced safety levels.

In an effort to enhance oversight regarding the qual-
ity of construction materials, specific quality standards
have been incorporated into the Construction Regula-
tions, referencing the Construction Materials Quality
Guide. This provision permits the execution of tests and
the request for factory certificates from any organiza-
tion at any phase of implementation as needed, with
the objective of verifying the performance and quality
of the materials utilized.

These protocols empower the municipality to guaran-
tee the quality of materials present at construction sites
and to improve quality control measures. Additionally,
the regulations feature updated clauses concerning
concrete mix designs, especially in relation to the incor-
poration of innovative cement types and alternative ce-
mentitious materials. This initiative promotes the use of
high-performance and sustainable concrete solutions
while ensuring strict adherence to approved standards.

Concerning the Barjeel Green Building Requirements,

several significant updates have been made across vari-
ous areas, including:

Modifications to the Air Conditioning Systems in
private villas, as well as the introduction of specialized
guidelines and training programs aimed at enhancing
column and beam insulation practices to improve over-
all thermal efficiency.

Maximum limits for the Solar Heat Gain Coefficient
(SHGC) have been established based on the window-
to-wall ratio—specifically for commercial storefronts—
to tackle the practical challenges associated with these
types of projects.

Additionally, the mandate to install solar water heat-
ing systems in large commercial buildings (such as malls)
has been revoked. This alteration addresses operational
difficulties related to multiple utility meters and the
technical complexities involved in implementing such
systems within these facilities.

Ras Al Khaimah Municipality emphasizes that these
updates are part of its continuous efforts to develop
legislation governing the construction sector. Their ob-
jective is to establish a balance among safety, quality,
and sustainability standards while fostering a progres-
sive urban environment that addresses the require-
ments of holistic development within the emirate.
