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Sheikh Saud Enacts a Law Regulating Autonomous
Vehicles in Ras Al Khaimah

His  Highness  Sheikh
Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi,
Supreme Council Member
and Ruler of Ras Al Khaim-
ah, has enacted Law No.
(1) of 2026 on the regula-
tion and operation of au-
tonomous vehicles in the
emirate.

The law serves as a cru-
cial legislative milestone
that reflects the emirate
proactive vision for the fu-
ture of smart mobility, in-
dicating its commitment to
leading global technologi-
cal progress within a ro-
bust legal framework that

ulatory decisions to ensure
a structured and safe tran-
sition towards the future
of smart mobility in Ras Al
Khaimah.

The law seeks to improve
road safety and minimize
human error through a
series of public safety pro-
cedures, including the au-
tomatic shift of vehicles to
a safe mode when autono-
mous operation is no long-
er working, connectivity
with secure control centers
and the management of
clear and traceable opera-
tional and incident records.

prioritizes safety, security,
and the safeguarding of rights.

The law assigns Ras Al Khaimah Transport Authority
(RAKTA) the responsibility of regulating the operation
of autonomous vehicles in the emirate, developing the
legal and technical structure for secure deployment, en-
suring data governance and cybersecurity, and defining
the responsibilities of operators and users.

Moreover, It stipulates the implementation of ongo-
ing digital monitoring system and mandatory periodic
reporting to ensure adherence to the highest standards
of safety and quality.

Eng. Esmaeel Hasan Al Blooshi, Director General of
Ras Al Khaimah Transport Authority, remarked that the
issuance of this law marks a strategic milestone toward
enhancing road safety and ensuring the safe operation
of autonomous vehicles in the emirate.

He also pointed out that the law establishes a com-
prehensive framework covering operational regulation,
data governance, cybersecurity and the legal respon-
sibilities of operators, affirming that the Authority will
oversee its implementation and issue the necessary reg-
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The law also covers digi-
tal and cybersecurity aspects, defines clear obligations
for operators, ensures accessibility of services for all
segments of society, including People of Determina-
tion, and emphasizes community awareness through
campaigns, guidelines, and educational materials to
promote safe interaction with autonomous vehicles.

The new law further strengthens Ras Al Khaimah’s
position among leading legislative experiences in the
field, establishing an attractive regulatory environment
for investment, research and development in artificial
intelligence and smart mobility, while striking a balance
between innovation and the protection of lives, prop-
erty, and data.

The law comes into effect from the date of its issu-
ance and publication in the Official Gazette. RAKTA will
be responsible for implementing its provisions and issu-
ing the required regulatory decisions, ensuring a struc-
tured and secure transition toward a future in which
autonomous vehicles play a leading role in the trans-
port sector within a solid legal framework and stringent
regulatory standards.
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heikh Saud Enacts a Law Regulating the Environmental

Consultancy Profession in Ras Al Khaimah

His Highness Sheikh Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi, Supreme
Council Member and Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah, has en-
acted Law No. (2) of 2026 on the regulation of the envi-
ronmental consultancy profession in the emirate.

The law marks a crucial legislative milestone, establishing
a comprehensive regulatory framework that strengthens
professional standards, enhances performance efficiency
and builds confidence in environmental studies.

The law aims to develop and improve the governance of
the Emirate’s environmental system and ensure its align-
ment with the requirements of sustainable development in
addition to protecting the natural resources.

It also serves as a response to the increasing crucial role
of environmental studies in supporting licensing, planning,
and development decisions which have a direct impact on
environmental protection, project safety, and investment
sustainability.

The new law stipulates prior conditions to obtain com-
mercial licenses. it creates a clear system for the profes-
sion based on the mandatory registration of environmental
consultancy offices in a register with Environment Protec-

tion and Development Authority in Ras Al Khaimah (EPDA
RAK).

The law adopts a tiered classification system for con-
sultancy firms, categorized into three levels. It defines the
scope of work for each category based on technical capa-
bilities and expertise, ensuring that environmental studies
are assigned to qualified entities and elevating the stand-
ard of environmental reporting within the Emirate.

In addition, the law grants the EPDA RAK enhanced reg-
ulatory and supervisory powers, including quality assess-
ment of environmental studies, technical inspection, inves-
tigating professional violations, and imposing the related
administrative penalties, to ensure proper application and
effective enforcement.

The law also reinforces the governmental bodies and the
investors in the outcomes ofc environmental studies. It also
strengthens the position of Ras Al Khaimah as a legislative
model that balances development requirements with envi-
ronmental protection. this is a part of a vision based on the
fact that accurate professional studies are the foundation
of the sound environmental decision.

Sheikh Saud Directs “Saqr Humanitarian Ship” Mission
