His Highness Sheikh Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi, Supreme
Council Member and Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah, stated
that the tourism sector emerges as a primary corner-
stone of the national economy and sustainable develop-
ment, supported by the UAE's ambitious vision, qualita-
tive factors, and strong advanced infrastructure, which
have consolidated its position among the world’s leading
tourism destinations.

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Sheikh Saud Enacts a Law Concerning the Procedures
of Controlling Communicable Diseases in RAK’s Health
Related Facilities

His Highness Sheikh
Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi,
UAE Supreme Coundil
Member and Ruler of Ras
Al Khaimah, has issued
Law No. 4 of 2026 Con-
cerning the Procedures
of Controlling Commu-
nicable Diseases in RAK's
Health Related Facilities.

The law aims to
strengthen the health
protectiveness  system,
enhance preventative
readiness, and establish
adherence to the ap-
proved health measures.

The law shall apply to

cates for job candidates,
conducting necessary
medical examinations
for employees, and cer-
tifying their results, and
performing oversight and
periodic inspections of
facilities related to public
health.

The law requires em-
ployees in these facilities
to obtain valid profes-
sional health fitness certif-
icates and present them
upon request. They must
also comply with instruc-
tions to cease work in
cases of unfitness or sus-

RAK health related facili-
ties and their staff including those located in RAK Eco-
nomic Zone (RAKEZ).

The law designates Ras Al Khaimah Municipality’s
Public Health and Safety Department as the competent
authority to implement this law.

This includes raising awareness of health risks, estab-
lishing a unified notification system for communicable
diseases, conducting necessary medical examinations
for employees, performing periodic inspections of facili-
ties, and coordinating with competent health authori-
ties to isolate infected or suspected cases in accordance
with approved regulations. Additionally, this will in-
clude the periodic collection, analysis, and updating of
communicable disease data, as well as extracting epide-
miological indicators necessary for making appropriate
preventive decisions and determining control priorities.

Furthermore, the Department will be responsible for
issuing professional health fitness and unfitness certifi-
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pected unfitness and im-
mediately notify the employer or the Department upon
the appearance of communicable disease symptoms in
themselves or those they have been in contact with.
Moreover, they must adhere to examination, isolation,
and treatment procedures, take the necessary preven-
tive measures to prevent the transmission of infection,
and refrain from returning to work until a new health
fitness certificate is issued.

To issue or renew a professional health fitness certifi-
cate, the law requires submitting an application through
the approved system and passing the necessary medical
examinations. The certificate shall be issued for a dura-
tion of one year from the date of issuance; however,
a temporary certificate valid for three months may be
issued for employees under probation or training, re-
newable only once.

This law shall come into effect as of its date and shall
be published in the Official Gazette.
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Sheikh Saud Enacts a Law Concerning the Regulation
of the Activities of Compliance Assessment
Bodies in Ras Al Khaimah

His Highness Sheikh Saud
bin Sagr Al Qasimi, UAE Su-
preme Council Member and
Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah, has
issued Law No. 3 of 2026 reg-
ulating the activities of compli-
ance assessment bodies in the
Emirate.

The law aims to strengthen
quality control systems, en-
sure that products and services
comply with approved stand-
ards and specifications and
enhance consumer protection,
thereby contributing to an im-
proved quality of life.

It establishes a comprehen-
sive regulatory framework for
compliance assessment bodies
. This builds trust in products
and services, enhances the ef-
fectiveness of technical and
control oversight system.

al readiness requirements nec-
essary to practice the activity.

Furthermore, the law speci-
fies a set of technical and or-
ganizational requirements for
practicing the activity, includ-
ing adopting a documented
management system in ac-
cordance with international
standards; providing qualified
personnel and appropriate
equipment and devices; and
Maintaining a work environ-
ment that complies with ap-
proved technical requirements
to enhance the quality and ef-
ficiency of services.

The law mandates that com-
pliance assessment bodies ad-
here to the conditions of the
permit and accreditation cer-
tificate. They are prohibited
from practicing any activity

This will also contribute to
economic protection of the
market through preventing the entry or circulation of
non-compliant or low-quality products, while preventing
any unfair competition that may result in disqualification
or weaken the competitiveness of high-quality goods, for
the benefit of low-quality goods. This will also establish
a sound market environment based on technical compe-
tence and discipline and compliance with standards.

The law designates Ras Al Khaimah Municipality as the
competent authority to assess the technical qualifications
of compliance assessment bodies. This includes verifying
that these bodies hold a valid accreditation certificate
from the relevant federal authority to ensure their techni-
cal competence before completing licensing procedures
with the commercial licensing entity. Furthermore, the
Department is entitled to ensure their operational readi-
ness after obtaining the license and prior to commencing
their activities.

The law also gives the Municipality the power to moni-
tor the activities of conformity assessment bodies post-
licensing, and to conduct technical and administrative in-
spections and audits. These measures ensure compliance
with approved standards and specifications, as well as the
continued availability of the qualifications and operation-

outside their authorized scope
and must notify the compe-
tent authority of any amendments to their activities. Also,
They must enable regulatory bodies to exercise their pow-
ers within the approved frameworks.

Additionally, the law grants the competent authority
the power to take necessary measures upon detecting
violations. This includes the temporary suspension of the
permit; revocation of the permit and striking off the reg-
istration, and recommending the cancelation of the com-
mercial license. These actions ensure compliance with
the law’s provisions and maintain quality levels across all
regulated activities.

The law grants compliance assessment bodies the right
to challenge decisions issued against them within thirty
days from the date of notification, in accordance with
specific procedures that guarantee transparency and fair-
ness. It also provides existing entities with a grace period
to regularize their status in accordance with its provisions,
ensuring an organized transition toward full implementa-
tion without disrupting their operations.

This law shall come into effect as of its date and shall be
published in the Official Gazette and the Director General
shall issue the necessary decisions required for its imple-
mentation.
