He noted that the manu-
facturing sector contributes approximately 27% of the
emirate’s GDP, reflecting the strength of its production
base, the diversity of its industrial sectors, and its ability
to keep pace with changes in the global economy.

His Highness added that Ras Al Khaimah has be-
come an attractive destination for industrial investment
through an approach that balances economic growth
with sustainability, supported by future-oriented tools,
strengthened partnerships, and an enabling environ-
ment for the expansion of advanced industries, contrib-
uting to a more resilient and globally competitive indus-
trial ecosystem.

(RAKEZ) with MAGRABI Retail Group and Mighty Indus-
trial Park. The agreements reflect growing investor con-

ing, value chains, regional expansion, and the circular
economy.

RAKEZ signed the first agreement with MAGRABI
Group to establish a specialized center for store manu-
facturing and fit-out works, focusing on the production
of furniture, branch fittings, renovation works, and the
development of temporary retail concepts across the
group’s network.

The center is expected to serve up to 140 stores an-
nually across GCC markets and create up to 100 job
opportunities.

The second agreement was signed with Mighty In-
dustrial Park to develop an integrated UAE-Chinese in-
dustrial complex in Ras Al Khaimah focused on metal
recycling, dismantling, smelting, precious metal refin-
ing, and advanced manufacturing.

The project aims to build a fully integrated industrial
value chain that supports circular economic practices
and strengthens the emirate’s contribution to green
manufacturing and industrial diversification.

These agreements come amid RAKEZ's growing role
in supporting the industrial sector. RAKEZ currently

hosts around 40,000 companies, including nearly 1,000
industrial firms operating across diverse sectors, while
providing a comprehensive ecosystem that includes in-
dustrial infrastructure, tailored business solutions, and
value-added services enabling companies to establish,
operate, and expand efficiently.

The “Make it in the Emirates” platform is the largest
industrial gathering in UAE. Its 5th edition brought to-
gether 1245 exhibitors from the UAE's seven emirates.
The Exhibition covered 12 industrial sectors and over
5000 products. Also, the event witnessed more than
50th meetings, panels, and workshops. This reflected
the momentum witnessed in the national industry and
drive to transform industrial aspirations into projects
and viable opportunities.

The organization of the platform comes as part of the
UAE’s efforts to accelerate the growth of the industrial
sector, support local industry, attract investments, build
partnerships, and adopt modern technologies and arti-
ficial intelligence.

astronaut training and commercial spaceflight readi-
ness program.

Sheikh Saud affirmed that the continuous growth
of Ras Al Khaimah’s tourism sector reflects the Emir-
ate’s forward-looking to establish its position among
the region’s top tourism, hospitality, and welfare des-
tinations. His Highness affirmed that tourism is a cor-

The initial experiences are expected to launch
during the second half of 2026. This shall include G-
force training, aerobatic flight experiences, and intro-
ductory space readiness programs. Subsequent phas-
es will include comprehensive training packages and
advanced experiences in freefall, high-performance
flight, and zero-gravity simulation.

The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was
signed during an event hosted by the Ras Al Khaim-
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ah Tourism Development Authority at the Anantara
Mina Ras Al Khaimah Resort. The event was attend-
ed by several experts and investors in the space and
aviation sectors, including Che Bolden, CEO of The
Charles F. Bolden Group, and Dr. Jeanette Epps, a
NASA astronaut.

Dr. Mohamed Yousef Almadfaei Al Hammadi, Director Gen-
eral of the Environment Protection and Development Authori-
ty (EPDA), affirmed that the Authority continues to implement
environmental initiatives that contribute to protecting biologi-
cal systems and enhancing sustainability. He pointed out that
Khor Al Muzahmi is one of the most important environmental
destinations receiving the attention and generous support of
H.H. Sheikh Saud bin Sagr Al Qasimi, Supreme Council Mem-
ber and Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah, as well as the close follow-
up of H.H. the Crown Prince, to highlight the emirate’s dedi-
cated efforts in environmental work.

He added that planting mangroves serves as a strategic en-
vironmental project that enhances the ecosystem’s capacity to
absorb carbon and mitigate the effects of climate change.

Furthermore, she added that the total number of trees the
Group has pledged to plant has reached 2,162,287. This col-
lective effort has contributed to reducing carbon dioxide emis-
sions by approximately 199,015.38 metric tons, reflecting the
tangible, long-term impact of sustainable afforestation initia-
tives across the UAE.

12K Lab Test During Eid Al Adha 2026

The Municipality of Ras
Al Khaimah, represented in
Public Health and Safety De-
partment, continued the in-
tensive control efforts during
Eid Al Adha 2026. The Food
Lab of the Laboratory Section
performed a (12,087) lab test
on 182 varied food samples.

The tests included tests for
Pesticides, heavy metals, ra-
diation, and microbiological
testing, along with chemical
and physical testing. This was
within an integrated system
aimed at ensuring the safety and quality of the food
traded in the emirate.

The tested samples included products that were part
of the imported food shipments in addition to the regu-
latory survey samples and inspection samples collected
under the approved control programs. Also, all tests
were conducted in accordance with the highest recog-
nized measures and standards so as to strengthen the
tests’ reliability and accuracy.
